Some thoughts from Fr. Mike...
Dear Friends,

It can come as a bit of a shock to realize that Jesus
gave us the commandment to love one another at the
Last Supper shortly after Judas had left the room to
betray Jesus. But even as Jesus was about to be
betrayed, he would not give up on the new order that He
had come to usher in. This commandment to love would
be the sign by which the world would recognize His
followers. Jesus was willing to pay a great price to
demonstrate his love for us. It would involve crucifixion
and death on the cross. The kind of love that Jesus calls
us to demonstrate will have just as many demands on us
as it did upon Christ. In the end, we will be judged on
how we have loved — little else will matter.

Jesus’ rule to love may not present much of a
challenge as far as loving our friends is concerned. Most
of us are fairly good at overlooking their faults, making
allowances for their shortcomings and even forgiving
their failures. Itis easy to love those who are kind and
loving towards us but Christian love calls us to do more
then love those who love us. Nobody must be excluded
from our loving — not even those we may consider
enemies. We fail completely when we retaliate and our
good intentions are shattered as we gossip maliciously
about them. The transformation of ourselves into
Christians is a lifelong process.

Each one of us need to experience the kind of love
that Jesus lived and preached. It is a love which finds its
source in God. This is the one commandment that we
are called to base every action and it is the very core of
the Gospel message. Love has the power to bring light
into darkness, to inspire people, fill them with hope and
give them the courage to continue on their journey.

The Gospel is an invitation to look into our hearts and
see how we are answering the call to love. There is
always the danger that we may be in love with ourselves
or in love with the lures and temptations in this world
instead of being in love with God and others. The
presence of God can easily fade into the background
when we give in to such inappropriate expressions. The
real test of love is how we respect God and others. To
be a friend of Jesus, to be a true disciple means that we
have chosen to act on the great commandment of love.
