Dear Friends,

For those who believe in God, life is a journey of
searching. We search for meaning, purpose, direction
and fulfillment. For those who believe in God, the
journey often provides only glimpses of that which we
search for. Whether the journey has many moments of
satisfaction and clear purpose, or it feels as though the
journey takes us through the shadows and valleys of
life, somehow we know that we are incomplete in this
world because something, beyond our imaginations, is
yet to be experienced. Whatever we may experience
on the journey, we know that the beacon of light that
will guide us is faith.

Our acceptance of and participation in faith is our
attempt to solve the mystery of why we are here, where
we came from and where we are going. In faith we
believe that there is a purpose to life beyond mere
existence and that there is a divine providence at work
with us. When we allow faith to be our guide on the
journey through this world we come to appreciate that
the hand of God is in action weaving our destiny. This
is our belief, our faith. It is not something that is easy
to describe. Faith is a type of window we look through
which helps us to see life from a viewpoint beyond this
world, enabling us to take God at God’s word when
God makes promises about the future and calls us to be
God’s people, in a special way.

The Jews could never think about trust in God
without recalling the story of Abraham. He left family,
friends and country and went on a journey of faith and
the only thing he had was a promise from God.
Abraham’s faith was so unshakeable that on one
occasion he drew a knife and was willing to sacrifice
his only son Isaac if God wanted it that way. Abraham
never knew where the journey would take him but he
believed at the end of it he would meet God.

The call from God to go forward into the unknown
is made to all of us. Like Abraham we are called to put
our complete trust in God, who calls us to take the
journey that God alone has planned for us.

Every day we are presented with many
opportunities to demonstrate our faithfulness as
followers of Christ. If we allow ourselves to make use
of them we will be prepared and ready for the arrival of
the Master at whatever hour He chooses to come.
