Some thoughts from Fr. Mike...
Dear Friends,

It is out of nothing but malice that the Sadducees
asked Jesus a question that they believed was so
cunning that it would render Jesus to appear as a fool.
They presented Jesus with the problem of a bride and
seven brothers to try to force Jesus into a denial of the
resurrection. They had not contemplated that Jesus
would be able to avoid their mockery by stating that
life in the resurrection would be a completely new
experience. Resurrection is not a return to or a
continuation of life as we know it. Life after death
remains clouded in a great mystery that most of us
would like to know more about. Even in accepting the
promise of resurrection, as human beings, we want to
know what it will be like, where will be going, how
will we appear and how will we interact with others.
Our thoughts can easily be consumed by a desire to be
reunited with loved ones who have gone before us.
Even as Christians we have as many questions about
life after death as anyone else.

The Gospel message challenges us to reflect on the
meaning of life and the challenges that confront us with
death. We meet death in many forms and is
inescapable. Death brings sorrow and grief. Death can
cause us to feel that earthly ties are crushed and
destroyed. But as Christians, followers of Jesus, we
are called to accept the message of hope that comes
from our Lord. The coming of Christ into the world
has given new meaning to every departure and is meant
to take the sting out of death. As Christians, we
believe that our human existence cannot be adequately
explained in terms of this world only; life does not
finish with the grave. For believers, life is open-ended,
it begins here on earth but finds its completion in the
hereafter, beyond what we call death. Death in this
world is but a doorway that leads to eternal life.

In our profession of faith we say, “We look for the
resurrection of the dead and the life of the world to
come.” We cannot allow these words to simply slip
meaninglessly from our lips. The human feelings of
grief and sadness must be mingled with the sense of
joy that comes from knowing that we are invited to
share in the glorious resurrection of Christ.

BAPTISM — The Sacrament of Baptism is normally celebrated on the 15t and 3™ Sunday of the month
at 12:30 PM. Parents are asked to register for a Baptism Preparation Session prior to the Baptism.
Baptisms must be scheduled in advance by calling the Parish Office. Sponsors must obtain Sponsor
forms from their home parish — Sponsors must be active practicing Catholics. The Sacrament of
Baptism is not celebrated during the Season of Lent.

Marriage — Diocesan policy requires that arrangements for Marriage be made one (1) year in
advance of the wedding. Refer any questions to the Pastor.

Sick Calls — Please contact the Parish Office when someone is seriously ill requiring a visit by a
Priest. If someone is unable to attend Mass on a regular basis and would like to receive Communion
please call the Parish Office

Registration — We are glad you are here and want you to feel like a full member of the parish.
Registering as a parishioner helps us to know who you are and to stay in touch. Registration is
required for sponsor forms.

Sponsor Certificates — This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation. To
receive a form, the following is required: -Be a registered, active (attends Mass) member of the parish
(for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the Sacraments of Baptism,
Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within the Church.
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
