Some thoughts from Fr. Mike...

Dear Friends,

The story of the two disciples who fled from
Jerusalem after the crucifixion of Jesus is one of the
Church’s earliest memories. Jesus, and what Jesus had
offered, meant a great deal to those two disciples.

With his death, their whole world had collapsed and it
must have felt that their dreams for the future had
turned into a nightmare. What point was there in
sticking around? What was left for them? Why not
run away from the place that would be a constant
reminder of their heartache. On their way to escaping
the place where there hopes were shattered, they were
joined by a stranger who not only listened
sympathetically to their sorrowful tale, but also helped
them to see meaning in all that had happened. At every
step, Jesus was with them but they did not recognize
his presence until the breaking of the bread. Their faith
was restored and they returned to Jerusalem with
renewed enthusiasm.

What the Disciples experienced during their time of
heartache sheds light on our own situation in times of
trial. Their sadness is something that we can relate to
in our experiences. How many times have we walked
down the road to Emmaus feeling alone, confused,
grief-stricken, betrayed or at a loss for what we should
do next? We have those experiences at so many
different moments in life. They are occasioned by
difficulties at work, school or home. They are brought
on by rejection, betrayal or neglect. They can fill us
when dealing with the grief of loss, the helplessness of
illness or the sense of shock in a disaster. The troubles
and worries of life can crowd our minds to the point
where we lose our sense of direction and are brought to
the point of despair. In any of these situations it is easy
to forget that Jesus is walking with us. Jesus is at our
side ready and anxious to help us and make sure that
we regain a sense of direction — but we have to be
ready to recognize the Lord’s presence in our lives.

If we let him, Jesus will throw light on every
moment of our lives to give us the same renewed
enthusiasm that those two disciples experienced when
they had hope restored.

Sponsors
must obtain Sponsor forms from their home parish 0 Sponsors must be active practicing
Catholi cs. The Sacrament of Baptismis  not celebrated during the Season of Lent.

Marriage — Diocesan policy requires that arrangements for Marriage be made one (1) year in
advance of the wedding. Refer any questions to the Pastor.

Sick Calls — Please contact the Parish Office when someone is seriously ill requiring a visit by
a Priest. If someone i s unable to attend Mass on a regular basis and would like to receive
Communion please call the Parish Office

Registration — We are glad you are here and want you to feel like a full member of the parish.
Registering as a parishioner helps us to know who you are and to stay in touch. Registration is
required for sponsor forms.

Sponsor Certificates 6 This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation.

To receive a form , the following is required:  -Be a registered, active (attends Mass) member
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within

the Church.
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
