Dear Friends,  

     

      Drawing from agricultural life that would have 

been very familiar to his listeners, Jesus compares the 

Word of God to seed sowed in the earth by a farmer.  

Like a seed planted in the ground, God’s Word is 

intended to produce fruit in our lives.  At the time of 

Baptism the delicate, but potentially bountiful, Word of 

God is first planted in our hearts.  In order for the seed 

to grow and produce what God offers, it must be 

nurtured and given some attention or it simply withers 

and dies.  Too often, the Word of God does not receive 

much, if any, attention because of all the other things 

that demand our attention in life.  The Word of God, if 

given a chance, will help us with all the other busyness 

of our journey through this world.  It is sad to think of 

all the times that God’s Word withers up simply 

because we fail to make a little bit of space.  When we 

fail to cultivate God’s Word, we end up depriving 

ourselves of the benefits it seeks to give us.   

      Growth in the life of Christ is not always a smooth, 

gradual and straightforward process.  The different 

types of soil may be due to the various twists and turns 

our individual roads take on the journey of life.  When 

we encounter setbacks and disappointments, the soil of 

life may certainly seem rocky and incapable of 

producing much good fruit.  When commitments seem 

to overwhelm us and leave us looking for shortcuts we 

may indeed feel like the soil of life is full of weeds and 

demands too much of the little time we have.  When 

we encounter the hurtful, sad, grief-inducing situations 

of life, the soil may feel like the thorns have grown to 

big leaving no opportunity for anything to grow.  When 

our intentions are good but the outcome never seems to 

be rewarding, we may feel like the seed never got 

planted.  These are all the twists and turns of life.  We 

have to make a choice – do we allow the twists and 

turns of life to dictate the harvest or do we nurture what 

God has planted in us no matter what we encounter on 

the road of life?   

      God gives us what we need and much more.  God 

know that there is good soil in every human heart 

which is why God plants the seeds of God’s Word in 

our hearts.   If we choose to cultivate, nourish, give 

some attention to what God has sown in our hearts, 

what we reap will be more than we need.

Sponsor Certificates ð This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation.  
To receive a form , the following is required: -Be a registered, act ive (attends Mass) member 
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within 
the Church.
